Students are taking out more private loans and are able to borrow more compared to the year before. Every year, the 
average for Other Loans reported fluctuates up or down by wide margins, for example 2011-12=$12,313; 2010-
11=$10,117; 2009-10=$9,837; 2008-09=$10,740.
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
