Reason: The University saw an increase in average test scores and high school GPAs, which resulted in a direct increase in 
merit scholarships. The University also increased housing scholarships and need-based institutional grants.

Reason:
The biggest change was the loss of Academic Competitiveness Grants (ACG). The sheer number of $750 awards from 
ACG greatly reduced the average award per student in Fall 2010 vs. Fall 2011.
